This might be 

rainbow bubbles made from 

washing up liquid, creating a 

rainbow from a prism or a 

fantastic piece of rainbow artwork. 

 Over the Easter holiday, Mr Rowson 

made an amazing outdoor stage area 

for us. Have a go at making up a play 

or creating a performance of your 

own. Get family to join in with you at 

home. You could get your friends 

involved in a performance on our 

outdoor stage, 

Create an outdoor activity to help 

practice times tables or counting 

skills, This could be a treasure 

hunt, or an obstacle course where 

numbers are involved.  Play your 

activity several times to help 

develop these maths skills.
